BBIA Board Creates local development policy

Barrhaven BIA Board members and their executive director gathered for a 4-hour strategic planning
follow-up session. Our Barrhaven Business Park Lands Strategy and Retail-Commercial Marketing Study
confirm that our business park lands are at risk for many re-zoning and land use changes in the coming
years. These lands have been reserved for bringing high-value, employment-based business to Barrhaven.
Their development as planned will bring many daytime consumers to our area and provide Barrhaven
residents with opportunities to work where they live. This will greatly reduce the consumer leakage
problem identified in the Market Study, keeping people in the community, shopping in our stores and using
our services. Moving forward, the BBIA will determine its support of all land use and rezoning
applications based on the findings of our 2007 Barrhaven Retail-Commercial Market Study, our 2008
Business Park Lands Strategy and our resultant support of the Official Plan and Secondary Plans for
Barrhaven.

On another note, the Southwest Transit-way extension is being fast-tracked at the City, as a result of losing
our LRT plan for Barrhaven. It could start as early as Fall 2008, bringing transit-users from the
Fallowfield station into our central commercial district.
